
Grading Information  

GCSE subjects are graded 9 to 1 with 9 being the highest grade and 1 being the lowest.  
U: Ungraded   X: did not sit exam.  
 
A grade 7 is equivalent to an A grade on the old system and a grade 4 is equivalent to 
a C. The government describe a Grade 4 as a ‘standard pass’ and a Grade 5 as a ‘strong 
pass’.  

Combined Science GCSE is a double award and has a range of grades from a 9-9 
through to a 1-1. On your Results Slip it will appear as two numbers e.g.  54 which means 
a 5-4 grade. 

Non-GCSE qualifications are graded from Level 2 Distinction * to Level 1 Pass with a level 
2 Pass being equivalent to a Grade 4 GCSE.   
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
